The College Curriculum Committee will be responsible for the certification of courses fulfill-
ing this requirement. A student may not use a single course to meet both the Multicultural Requirement and the International
Requirement, although a course could be certified to meet either one. With the exception of the Multicultural Requirement courses used
to meet the International Requirement may also be used simultaneously to meet major requirements or one other core requirement in Fine
Arts, Humanities, or Social Sciences.
